Last week one of my older IFCA
friends entered into eternity. John
Hornok, of Salt Lake City, passed
away at the age of 86. As a Pearl
Harbor survivor, he was
saved while serving in
the U.S. Navy. After the
war he attended Moody
Bible Institute and was
mentored by IFCA co-

founder William
McCarrell. Then after
graduation, John

ended up in Salt Lake
City as a church planter. | first met
him when | was a missionary intern
the summer of 1974.

What | always liked about John was
his devotion to family and his
reminder to every one of us younger
pastors to keep our family in proper
perspective: “Don’t forget your
children!!” What | respected the most
about John was his faithful service at
Pearl Harbor on December 7, 1941
and his faithful service in the difficult
field of Utah.

John’s death caused me to think
about some of the other IFCA men
who have gone home to heaven in
the last couple years: Glen Lehman,
Lowell Wendt, Bob Graves, and many
others. | realize their generation is
passing, my generation is leading,
and the younger men are preparing
to lead. Just like when Billy McCarrell
mentored Glen Lehman and John
Hornok, and then those men turned
around and mentored my generation.

These thoughts prompted me to ask:
“‘Am | leading well? Am | presenting
an appropriate model for the younger
men who look up to me? Am | being

faithful and will | finish well? Who will
take the place of the men who are
passing on into eternity?”

| have been asking those questions
of myself. Now I'll ask them of you.

They will also faithfully continue going
door to door passing out flyers and
sharing the commitment the body has to
being a biblically grounded and
aggressively evangelistic church. Lewis
and Clark Bible Church, Valley Bible
Church, and Helvetia Community Church
are all participating in making this plant
a success.

up on the hill.” Then he said, with a note of
surprise, ‘thanks for coming to help us!” |
guess | really shocked him when | said,
“Where else would | be? It’s my town, too!”
He was obviously pleased, and that was
typical of the reactions we got that week as
we tried to help out where we could.

| had been chosen to serve as the American
Legion chaplain for the next two years, and
our post building was only a couple feet
above the crest of the flood. So, the
afternoon of the levy breaking saw a lot of
activity in the post building, putting
everything up high and sandbagging the
doors and walls. | enjoyed helping, and
the appreciation was obvious. It allowed
me to be “accepted” even though | am a
newcomer to this rural lowa town. One
member—a man who does not go to
church anywhere—has come to the
parsonage twice just to bring me old
newspapers to read. He is happy to share
the community’s history with us. | think
these open doors are a result of our
involvement in the flood preparation and
recovery.

In the weeks since the flood, conversations
have moved from damage and recovery to
spiritual needs. Since there was no longer
a place for people to meet for coffee during
the mornings (the Senior Center and the
café in the local grocery store are gone)
we opened our church basement for
people to come and congregate during
“coffee break” time. Some of them come
for two or three hours in the morning. They
are not charged, but there have always
been enough donations to buy more coffee,
creamer, and sugar! The conversations
often move from social issues, to politics,
and settle on spiritual issues. So far, there
have been no conversions to Christ, but
the popular impact has been great. The
newspaper advertised this for us, and the
word is out that Hope Bible Church is
actually friendly! Most of the “good old boys”
still buy their coffee at the gas station,
rather than coming to a church building,
but that can change, as the Lord works. It
is true that they don’t care how much you
know until they know how much you care.
Please pray for the salvation of our
community (1Peter 3:15).
